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RECTOR’S MESSAGE

As we enter the months of July, August, and September, many of us naturally begin to
think about rest. Summer often brings a change of pace. Schools are on break, families
take vacations, and many people seize the opportunity to step away from their usual
routines. Even within our parish life, there are signs of this seasonal rhythm. Our choir
takes a well-deserved break during August, and we are blessed by the ministry of individual
soloists who offer their gifts on a rotating basis throughout the month.

Rest is not merely a practical necessity; it is a gift from God.

From the opening pages of Scripture, we learn that God established a rhythm of work and
rest. After the work of creation, God rested on the seventh day, not because God was
weary, but because rest itself was declared holy. Throughout the Bible, God's people are
reminded that they are not machines designed for endless activity. We are creatures made
in God's image, and part of faithful living involves stepping back, renewing our strength,
and allowing ourselves to be refreshed in body, mind, and spirit.

RECTOR’S MESSAGE

Yet Christian rest is not simply about doing less. It is about creating space to encounter
God more deeply. Vacations, quiet afternoons, walks by the ocean, time with family and
friends, reading, prayer, and worship can all become opportunities to hear God's voice
anew. Sometimes it is only when the noise of everyday life quiets down that we become
aware of God's presence in a fresh way.

Jesus himself understood the importance of rest. More than once in the Gospels, he
invites His disciples to come away to a quiet place and rest for a while. He knew that
ministry, service, and daily responsibilities could drain both physical and spiritual energy.
He also knew that renewal was necessary if His followers were to continue their mission
with joy and faithfulness.

This truth remains relevant for us today. Rest is not an escape from our Christian calling;
rather, it is part of how God prepares us to fulfill that calling. The purpose of restoration
is not merely comfort but renewal. We rest so that we may return strengthened. We pause
so that we may continue the work God has given us to do. We withdraw for a season in
order to re-engage with greater clarity, compassion, and purpose.

The Church's calendar reflects this wisdom. During these summer months we journey
through what is often called Ordinary Time, or the Season after Pentecost. The word
“ordinary” does not mean unimportant. Rather, it refers to the ordered sequence of
Sundays in which we learn the steady practice of Christian discipleship. This season
reminds us that much of our spiritual growth occurs not in extraordinary moments but in
the faithful rhythms of everyday life.

Even amid this "ordinary" season, several significant celebrations invite us to reflect on
God's restoring grace. On August 15, we commemorate the Blessed Virgin Mary, whose
complete trust in God remains an example for all Christians. Mary's life teaches us the
peace that comes from surrendering ourselves to God's will.

On September 14, we celebrate Holy Cross Day, remembering that our salvation comes
through Christ's self-giving love. The Cross reminds us that true restoration is not merely
physical refreshment, but the healing and reconciliation God offers through Jesus Christ.

Later in the month, on September 29, we celebrate St. Michael and All Angels. This feast

reminds us that we are never alone in our journey of faith. God's heavenly hosts continue

to worship, protect, and serve according to God's purposes, encouraging us to persevere in
hope and courage.

IoNATIUS OF LOoYOoLA

PRIEST AND SPIRITUAL WRITER;
MYSTIC, EDUCATOR, PREACHER, AND FOUNDER OF THE JESUITS

July 31, 1556

[figo de Recalde de Loyola , youngest of thirteen (one of [Kiefer’s] sources says eleven)
children of Don Beltran Ya'fiez de Loyola and Maria Sa'enz de Licona y Balda, was born in
1491 in the family castle in the Basque province of Gu'ipozcoa, in northeastern Spain,
near the French border.

As befitted a boy from an aristocratic family, he spent some time as a page at the court of
Ferdinand and Isabella, the rulers of Spain. Here, by his later testimony, he was involved
in gambling, wenching, and duelling. He got into trouble with the law, but escaped
punishment because he was technically a cleric. He then entered military service, but
fought in only one major battle, the defense of Pamplona against the French in 1521. The
professional solders knew that their position was indefensible, and proposed to surrender.
Inigo (or Ignatius, to give him the Latin form of his name) had visions of military glory,
and urged his comrades to fight. He was promptly hit in the leg by a cannon ball, the
town surrendered anyway, and the French sent him home on a stretcher.

The leg was badly set, and did not heal properly.
It had to be rebroken and reset, and again it
healed crookedly and let him with a permanent
limp. Meanwhile, he was bedridden for many
months, and spent the time reading. He asked
for tales of knightly adventure, but instead was
given a Life of Christ, written by a Carthusian
monk. He read it, and his life was transformed.

He went on pilgrimage to Montserrat (near Barcelona), where he hung up his sword over
the altar, and then spent about a year at Manresa near Montserrat first working as a nurse
and orderly in a hospital there, and then retiring to a cave to live as a hermit and study
The Imitation of Christ, by Thomas a Kempis, a book urging the Christian to take Christ as
example, and seek daily to follow in His footsteps. It is probably during this year that he

wrote his Spiritual Exercises, a manual of Christian prayer and meditation. He directs the
reader to begin with an event in the life of Christ, and to imagine the scene in detail, to
replay the episode in his mind like a movie script, and to try to feel as if he had himself
witnessed the event, and then to use this experience as a motive for love, gratitude, and
dedication to the service of God. The book is available today in hardcover and paperback.
It has been much used by Christians of all varieties—John Wesley was enthusiastic about
it. Ignatius then made a pilgrimage to Jerusalem to see with his own eyes the scenes of Our
Lord's life and death. He wanted to stay and preach to the Muslims, but the Franciscans
stationed there advised him that he needed an education in order to preach effectively.

Back in Spain, he spent ten years (1524-1534) getting an education at Barcelona, Alcala,
Salamanca, and Paris, beginning by going to elementary school to learn Latin grammar,
and ending with a Master of Arts degree from the University of Paris. In Salamanca, he
often preached to groups of people assembled by chance; but in those days a layman
undertaking to preach on his own, without a license or supervision, was automatically
suspected of heresy.

[gnatius was twice imprisoned by the Spanish Inquisition and questioned about his
beliefs, an experience that made a deep impression on him. (He was finally acquitted, but
forbidden to discuss religious matters for three years.) Today, his followers are aggressively
proud of the fact that no member of their order has ever sat on an Inquisitorial tribunal.
(It is possible that Ignatius already had doubts about the Inquisition. He was a Basque,
and [supposedly] the Inquisition was never active in Biscay because the Basques, although
thoroughly orthodox Christians, would not tolerate it.) In 1534, he and six fellow
students formed a group who vowed to travel to Jerusalem and there preach the Gospel to
the Muslims. (The most famous of the six is Francis Xavier, who went to India and China
as a missionary, and who is commemorated on 3 December.) This group later took the
name, “The Society of Jesus,” and were nicknamed “the Jesuits” by outsiders, a nickname
that stuck.
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COMMEMORATIONS

In 1537 the Jesuits (now ten in number) gathered in
Venice and (having found that renewed war in
Palestine made journeying there impossible) offered
their services to Pope Paul III. Ignatius and some of
the others were ordained to the priesthood, and they
were assigned various tasks. In 1540 they became a
formal organization, with the usual monastic vows,
plus a fourth vow of personal obedience to the Pope.
In order to have more time for preaching and study
the order abolished the practice (followed by almost
all previous orders) of reciting the monastic Hours in
community. Its chief goals were:

(a) renewal of the Roman Catholic Church
through extensive education and the encouragement of frequent use of the sacraments,
(b) extensive missionary work in non-Christian countries, and

(c) asuitable response to the growing challenge of Protestantism.

In the remaining fifteen years of his life, Ignatius supervised the Jesuits from Rome and
saw the order grow from ten men to a thousand. It was always active in missions, and
became deeply involved in education, and in counselling those with difficult decisions to
make, particularly rulers. The Order undertook to win back to the Roman obedience
those areas that had recently become Protestant. Ignatius counselled his Jesuits
(technically neither monks nor friars, but priests regular) to proceed with charity and
moderation, “without hard words or contempt for people's errors.” He died suddenly on
31 July 1556. His writing include the following prayer:

Teach us, good Lord, to serve thee as thou deservest;
to give, and not to count the cost,

to fight, and not to heed the wounds,

to toil, and not to seek for rest,

to labor, and not to ask for any reward,

save that of knowing that we do thy will.

AUGUSTINE OF Hirro

BISHOP AND THEOLOGIAN
August 28, 430

Augustine (Aurelius Augustinus) was one of the greatest theologians of Western
Christianity. He was born 13 November 354 in North Africa, about 45 miles south of the
Mediterranean, in the town of Tagaste in Numidia (now Souk-Ahras in Algeria), near
ancient Carthage (modern Tunis). His mother, Monnica, was a Christian, and his father
for many years a Pagan (although he became a Christian before his death).

His mother undertook to bring [Augustine] up as a Christian, and on one level he always
found something attractive about Christ, but in the short run he was more interested in
the attractions of sex, fame, and pride in his own cleverness.

After a moderate amount of running
around as a teen-ager, he took a mistress, who bore
him a son when he was about eighteen. Theirs was
a long-term relationship, apparently with
faithfulness on both sides, and the modern reader
is left wondering why he did not simply marry the
girl. He never tells us this (and in fact never tells us
her name), so that we can only guess. It seems likely
that she was a freedwoman, and the laws forbade
marriage between a free-born Roman citizen and a
slave, or an ex-slave.

When he was 19 and a student at Carthage, he
read a treatise by Cicero that opened his eyes to the
delights of philosophy.

He was from the beginning a brilliant student, with an eager intellectual curiosity,
but he never mastered Greek ~ he tells us that his first Greek teacher was a brutal man
who constantly beat his students, and Augustine rebelled and vowed never to learn Greek.
By the time he realized that he really needed to know Greek, it was too late; and although
he acquired a smattering of the language, he was never really at home in it. However, his
mastery of Latin was another matter. He became an expert both in the eloquent use of the
language and in the use of clever arguments to make his points.

He became a teacher of rhetoric in Carthage, but was dissatisfied. It was the
custom for students to pay their fees to the professor on the last day of the term, and
many students attended faithfully all term, and then did not pay. In his late twenties,
Augustine decided to leave Africa and seek his fortune in Rome.

Augustine prospered in Rome, and was eventually appointed chief professor of rhetoric
for the city of Milan, at that time the capital city of the Empire in the West. [...] This was
an extremely prestigious appointment. In classical times, when laws were often made and
issues voted on by huge public assemblies, when even juries typically had several hundred
members, and when a man's public influence, or even on occasion his life, depended on
his ability to sway large audiences, rhetoric [...] was a skill that few men thought they could
afford to neglect. The art, at first intensely practical, had by Augustine's day become a
display form admired for its own sake. However, the admiration was there. Every lawyer,
arguing a case, was expected to give an eloquent speech, full of classical allusions and
standard rhetorical flourishes. And Augustine was at the top of the field.

In Milan Augustine met the bishop Ambrose, and was startled to find in him a
reasonableness of mind and belief, a keenness of thought, and an integrity of character far
in excess of what he had found elsewhere. For the first time, Augustine saw Christianity as
a religion fit for a philosopher.

Soon after his arrival in Milan, Augustine was plunged into two crises.

First, his mother arrived from Africa, and persuaded him that he ought to give up his
mistress and get married. He agreed to a betrothal to a suitable young lady; but his
betrothed was too young for immediate marriage, and so the actual wedding was
postponed for two years. Meanwhile the mistress had been sent back to Africa. Augustine,
not ready for two years of sexual abstinence, lapsed back into promiscuity.

AUGUSTINE OF HIPPO, CONT.

The second crisis was that Augustine became a neo-Platonist.

Plato, as interpreted by his later spokesmen, in particular by Plotinus, taught that
only God is fully real, and that all other things are degenerations in varying degrees from
the One-~things are progressively
less good, less spiritual, and less
real as one goes rung by rung
down the cosmic ladder. By
contemplating spiritual realities,
directing one's attention first to
one's own mind and then moving
up the ladder rung by one to the
contemplation of God, one
acquires true wisdom, true self-
fulfilment, true spirituality, and
union with God, or the One.

The Conwersion of St. Augustine by Fra Angelico

Augustine undertook this approach, and believed that he had in fact had an
experience of the presence of God, but found that this only made him more aware of the
gulf between what he was and what he realized that he ought to be.

Meanwhile, he continued to hear Bishop Ambrose. And finally, partly because Ambrose
had answers for his questions, partly because he admired Ambrose personally, and chiefly
(or so he believed) because God touched his heart, he was converted to Christianity in
386 and was baptised by Ambrose at Easter of 387. About 12 years later, he wrote an
account of his life up to a time shortly after his conversion, a book called the Confessions, a
highly readable work available in English. Ostensibly an autobiography, it is more an
outpouring of penitence and thanksgiving.

In a well-known chapter, Augustine describes his conversion. His intellectual objections
had lost their force, and he was at a point where the difficulty was that he seemed unable
to make a commitment to living chastely, or unable to make a commitment, period. He
heard of a group of young men, Christians, one of whom decided to become a desert
hermit, whereupon the others, one at a time, made the same commitment, encouraged
and inspired by the examples of those in the group who had already done so.
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COMMEMORATIONS

Augustine went aside to ponder the question, “How is it that these young men can make
so drastic a commitment, and I cannot take even the first step of declaring myself a
Christian?” He heard what seemed to be a child's voice coming from next door, saying
over and over, “Tolle, lege; tolle, lege,” or, “Pick up and read; pick up and read.”

Since he could not think of any reason why a child would be saying that, he took it
as an omen, and picked up a copy of Paul's Epistle to the Romans. As he opened it, his
eye fell on the end of the thirteenth chapter:

The night is far gone, the day is at hand.

Let us then cast off the works of darkness

and put on the armor of light;

let us conduct ourselves becomingly as in the day,
not in reveling and drunkenness,

not in debauchery and licentiousness,

not in quarreling and jealousy.

But put on the Lord Jesus Christ,

and make no provision for the flesh,

to gratify its desires.

As he read, he experienced this as God speaking directly to him, convicting him of his
past sins, and offering him forgiveness; calling him to amend his life, and promising him
the grace and power to do it. He burst into tears, and surrendered. Later, he wrote:

Late have I loved Thee, O Lord; and behold,
Thou wast within and I without, and there I sought Thee.
Thou was with me when I was not with Thee.
Thou didst call, and cry, and burst my deafness.
Thou didst gleam, and glow, and dispell my blindness.
Thou didst touch me, and I burned for Thy peace.
For Thyself Thou hast made us,

and restless our hearts until in Thee they find their ease.
Late have I loved Thee, Thou Beauty ever old and ever new.
Thou hast burst my bonds asunder;

unto Thee will [ offer up an offering of praise.

AUGUSTINE OF HIPPO, CONT.

Although written as an account of his life, the Confessions keeps digressing into
speculations about the nature of time, the nature of causality, the nature of free will, the
motives of human action, etc.

After his conversion, Augustine went back to his native Africa in 387, where he was
ordained a priest in 391 and consecrated bishop of Hippo in 396. It was not his intention
to become a priest. He was visiting the town of Hippo (or Hippo Regius, now Annaba) in
church hearing a sermon, and the bishop, without warning, said, “This congregation is in
need of more priests, and I believe that the ordination of Augustine would be to the glory
of God.” Willing hands dragged Augustine forward, and the bishop together with his
council of priests laid hands on Augustine and ordained him to the priesthood. (The
experience may have colored Augustine's perception of such questions as, “Does a man
come to God because he has chosen to do so, or because God has chosen him, and drawn
him to Himself!”) A few years later, when the Bishop of Hippo died, Augustine was
chosen to succeed him.

He was a diligent shepherd of his flock,
but he also found time to write
extensively. He was an admirer of Jerome,
and wrote him a letter hoping to establish
a friendship, but the letter went astray.
Jerome did not get the letter, and the
contents became public knowledge before

he heard of it.

Augustine, in addition to saying
how much he admired Jerome, had
offered some criticisms of something
Jerome had written. Jerome was furious,
and came close to writing Augustine off
altogether. However, Augustine wrote him
a second letter, apologizing and explaining
what had happened, and Jerome was
mollified. They had a long and
intellectually substantial correspondence.
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COMMEMORATIONS

Augustine's written output was vast, and largely responsible for the fact that the entry for
him in the index of the Encyc. Brit. is more than a column long. His surviving works (and
it is assumed that the majority did not survive) include 113 books and treatises, over 200
letters, and over 500 sermons. His work greatly influenced Luther and Calvin, to the
point where for a while Roman Catholic speakers and writers were wary of quoting him
lest they be suspected of Protestant tendencies.

A second great work of his is the book, De Civitate Dei (“The City of God”). This was
written after Rome had been sacked by invaders led by Alaric the Visigoth. It is a reply to
those who said that the Roman Empire was falling apart because the Christians had taken
over; he discusses the work of God in history, and the relation between the Christian as
citizen of an earthly commonwealth and the Christian as citizen of Heaven.

His third great work is his De Trinitate (“On the Trinity”). Here, he discusses the doctrine of
the Trinity by undertaking to compare the mind of man with the mind of God, since man
is made in the image of God (Genesis 1:27).

Augustine begins by pointing out a Trinitarian structure in the act of knowing something.
He continues by pointing out a Trinitarian structure in the act of self-awareness. He
concludes by pointing out a Trinitarian structure in the act of religious contemplation by
which man sees himself as made in the image of God.

THEODORE OF TARSUS

ARCHBISHOP OF CANTERBURY
September 19, 690

When the pagan Anglo-Saxons invaded England, they
drove the native Celtic inhabitants north into Scotland oy ﬁ&w T
and west into Ireland, Wales, and Cornwall.

As a ‘!;,mf ﬁ..!n
result, they ended up with two different “flavors” of
Christianity. The difference was expressed mainly in the
form of a disagreement about the proper method for
calculating the date of Easter, a disagreement which we
may suspect was a stand-in for other disagreements a little
more difficult to articulate. In 663, a council was called to

settle the dispute, the Synod of Whitby. It decided in

favor of the Roman or continental way of doing things.

Soon after, the Archbishop of Canterbury died, and the
English elected a successor, Wighard, and sent him to
Rome to be consecrated by the Pope. Wighard died in
Rome before he could be consecrated, and the Pope,
Vitalian, took it upon himself to choose a man to fill the
vacancy. He consecrated Theodore of Tarsus ([Tarsus
being] the native city of the Apostle Paul), [who was] a
learned monk (not a priest) from the East then living in
Rome, 65 years old.

This surprising choice turned out to be a very
good one. Theodore was (as Bede put it in his
Ecclesiastical History,) “the first archbishop whom all the
English obeyed.”
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COMMEMORATIONS

Having made a tour of his charge, Theodore filled the vacant bishoprics, and in 672
presided over the first council of the entire English Church, at Hertford. He established
definite territorial boundaries for the various dioceses, and founded new dioceses where
needed. He found the Church of England an unorganized missionary body, and left it a
fully ordered province of the universal Church. The body of canon law drawn up under
his supervision, and his structure of dioceses and parishes, survived the turmoil of the
sixteenth and seventeenth centuries and are substantially intact today.

He founded a school at Canterbury that trained Christians from both the Celtic and the
Roman traditions, and did much to unite the two groups. The school was headed by
Adprian, an abbot born in Africa but later resident in Italy, who had been the Pope's first
choice for Archbishop, but who had refused and recommended Theodore instead. Adrian
was learned in the Scriptures, a good administrator, and fluent in Latin and Greek. The
school taught Bible, theology and sacred studies, Latin and Greek (though Bede alleges
that some of the students knew these languages as well as they knew English), poetry,
astronomy, and calendar calculation (of some importance for political reasons, as stated

above). Adrian died 9 January 710.
Theodore himself died 19 September 690, being 88 years old.
